This 
season will not be without challenges as Steve Hammonds, the long-time Director of Support Services and 
Read Reservation Director, will not be returning. Ed Theetge, a new hire for the Council, has taken over 
both positions and will have to rely on many of the returning key Camp Staff positions for their knowledge 
of the Camp operation.  Kris O’Conner is really stepping up as the Reservation Manager by taking on 
many of pre-season tasks that need to be done prior to camp’s opening. 
 
During the week prior to the annual “Eager Beaver” work weekend in June I was fortunate enough to get 
up to camp to help out.  Aside from the general good feeling that I get from being “inside the blue line,” I 
was struck by the connection that I felt with many of the “Pre-Staff” members.

 I became a Bronx Boy Scout before my twelfth birthday and spent the next ten years in the Bronx going from scout to explorer to assistant scout-
master to Sea Scout mate then skipper.  I also became a teacher in Yonkers which is important because, when my principal heard about all the things we 
did in the Bronx, he insisted I start a ship in Yonkers.  So the following eighteen years were in Westchester. 
 I knew I couldn’t be active in both the Bronx and Yonkers, so I came up with a devious plan to undercut my principal’s plan.  We advertised the 
idea to start a Sea Scout ship and I spelled out all the requirements which included a year’s probation modeled after Annapolis, three uniforms, weekly 
meetings, monthly trips, extensive memorized plebe responses (the same ones as the plebes in Annapolis), an adult involvement mandate and more.  I 
figured all this would keep the prospects away.  On the night of the meeting, we had more than a hundred boys with their parents/supporting adults 
present.  And after I gave them the speech about how hard it would be, no one left. 
 Ship 217 had 128 sea scouts at the end of the year, 25 uniformed adult officers and a committee of almost one hundred.  And our numbers did not 
decline for more than a decade.  It got so big, we broke it up into ships 217, 21 and 17, each with its own leaders but a shared committee.  The Council 
made me “Commodore” and asked me to coordinate sea scouting throughout Westchester.  We got to the point where we had nine active ships going. 
 We camped, we sailed on Long Island Sound, we trained at Mystic Seaport, we raced large sailboats that were lent to us, and we cruised on military 
ships to Bermuda, the Caribbean and the Mediterranean.  We did a lot of community service.  And, while it was secret for the first few years, it eventu-

ally got out that we accepted court-appointed boys who were on the verge of going to jail.  I had done that successfully in the 
Bronx and it worked just as well in Westchester. 
 Many of our activities and successes were written up in the press over the years.  Local towns and agencies gave us many 
awards.  All this exposure led to a very unexpected and extraordinary gift.  A lady I never met passed away and donated her estate 
on Long Island Sound (along with several million dollars to sustain it) to the “Sea Scout Program of the Boy Scouts of Ameri-
ca”.  She wrote me a lovely letter which unfortunately got lost (along with most of my photos and slides) in my move from New 
York to South Florida but I know that the Scout Executive, Phil Wagner, also had a copy of it.  I never met Agatha Durland but I 
shall never forget her generosity.  I am saddened that our Sea Scout base has been sold but I rejoice that her legacy lives in the 
new Durland facility located in Putnam Valley, NY. 
 As a postscript, after a 36 year sabbatical, I have become a scouter again and serve my Council in several ways.  I even have a 
new uniform.
